The Government of Karnataka , vide their order No. AE (Spl) 09 PEN 2010, Bangalore,
dated 4-11-2010, have ordered revision of pensionary benefits to Karnataka Government servants who were
drawing immediately before retirement, pay in the UGC/AICTE/ICAR scales of pay and who retired during the
period 1-7-2005 to 31-12-2005. The revised pension/family pension (consolidation of pension) to the said
category of pensioners shall be the total of the following:

(i) Basic pension/family pension as on 1.7.2005.

(it) Dearness allowance of 71% as on 1.7.2005 sanctioned in Government Order No. FD(Spl) 14 PET
2005 dated 15.11.2005.

(1it) 17.5% of basic pension/family pension as on 1.7.2005 inclusive of 10% Interim Relief sanctioned
in Government Order No. FD (Spl) 01 PEN 2006 dated 4.4.2006.

The pension/family pension (consolidation of pension/family pension) so revised is further subject to other
‘conditions laid down in GO No. FD (Spl) 03 pen 2007 (II) dated 6.6.2007 except para 2.1 (iv). The above orders
(Booklet) were circulated vide this office circular cited under reference 2. It may be noted that the monetary
benefit arising out of this revision is to be allowed from 1-4-2006.
